The show
veterinarian will be on call at all times and will be the only person allowed to administer any
medications other than something that is indicated on this form and is within the USEF rules
concerning the use of drugs and medications. If you feel there is a special circumstance regarding
your horse’s health or soundness, please speak directly with Barn Manager Jeremy Grenier.
IMPORTANT: THE US Saddle Seat World Cup Committee strongly suggests that all horses patticipating
in the 2010 International Saddle Seat World Cup event be managed with best practices for strateqgic
worming and routine vaccinations including Flu/Rhino and Rabies.
